VEMEA All-State Choral Rehearsal Suggestions

(Note:  Please let Heidi know if you are willing to have your students accompany on the 
recorders or Orff instruments.  Your students must have memorized their 
instrumental parts before coming to rehearsal on April 5th.)

The Star-Spangled Banner:  (Two-part voice and piano)
Unison until measure 40, then continue with two voice parts to the end.
Ragtime:  (Two-part voice and piano)
Unison until measure 45 at letter C, two parts from 46 to 57, unison from 57 to 73, two parts from 74 to the end.

Sakura:  (two-part voice, 4 AG, 4 AX, 4 AM, 2 BM, 3BX, “A” and “E” contrabass bass, oboe/shakuhachi)
(Pronunciation on the second page of music)

Unison until measure 57, then continue with two voice parts throughout the end.  Koto enters at measure 55, optional oboe/shakuhachi enters with melody at measure 57.

The Old Dominion:  (two-part voice, piano and flute)
Unison until measure 25, two parts enter at measure 28 at letter B and continue with two voice parts to the end.  Flute enters at measure 52.  
A Kite King of Day:  (two-part voice, piano and flute)
Unison until measure 11, then continue with two voice parts throughout the end.  Flute enters at measure 30.

Follow the Drinking Gourd:  :  (four-part spoken voice, unison singing, 
solo recorder, 2 SG, 2 AG, 3 SM, 2 AM, 4 SX, 4 AX (with soft mallets), solo AX (with hard mallets), (“Bb” is needed) for 3 BX, 2 BM, 1 “D” CB.)
Unison spoken voices from beginning until measure 4, SM enters at 5 and continues through end, unison voice begins at measure 8 and continues through 64, AX (with soft mallets) enter at measure 9 and continues through the end, SG enters at 12 and continues through the end, solo recorder enters at measure 26 and continues through the end, AG enters at measure 35 and continues to the end, BX and BM enter at measure 41 and continue to the end, AM enters at measure 49 and continues to the end, SX enters at measure 63 and continues to the end, solo AX (with hard mallet) enters at measure 64 and continues to the end, CB bar enters at measure 65 and continues to the end, spoken voices enter in four-part canon at measure 64 and continue to the end. A quiet “Shh” on forward movement and freeze.

Swing Low, Sweet Chariot:  (two-part voice, two-part recorder and piano)
Unison until measure 26, two parts beginning at measure 30, recorder enters at measure 45, unison at measure 66 through 83, two vocal parts enter at 85, recorder enters again at measure 85 and continues to the end.  Two part recorder begins at measure 101 and continues to the end.

The Stars and Stripes Forever:  (two-part voice and piano)  
Unison until measure 40, then continue with two voice parts to the end.  (Confetti needed.)
